RCIA

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults is a promulgated rite of the universal church, implemented in the United States with guidance from “national statutes” set forth by the National Conference of Catholic Bishops.  The RCIA process involves various aspects of catechesis, liturgy, community and service, but the RCIA process is primarily one of conversion, from unbelief to belief in Jesus Christ for the unbaptized.  The RCIA process also serves, by adaptation, Catholics baptized as infants but not raised in the faith, and baptized non-Catholic Christians seeking to enter into full communion with the Catholic Church.

RCIA sessions at Saint Agnes currently meet on Sunday mornings.

We are trying to transition to a year long process to more fully implement the pastoral vision of the Rite of Christian Initiation.
